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A MYTHOPOETIC INTERPRETATION
OF THE LEGAL REALITY

The mythologems of the law are innumerable. Cultural context endows them
with new hues and nuances. Legal codices are written in the same language
as contemporary novels. Writers turn to legal problems to develop their plots.
Legislators use literary language to express legal ideas in a more lucid and
comprehensive manner.

The power of the word and language is evident and enduring. A poet or
writer senses the nature of law (and the law of nature) much more subtly than
a politician, penetrating the essence of its form as such.

The strength of such perception lies in its imaginative nature. A law
formulated through concepts rarely gives rise to vivid images. Inevitable and
painful rationalism leads to small-scale normativism.

Many attempts of the mind to overcome this oppression — both successful
and unsuccessful — are evident in the legal history. It is wrong to claim that the
myth is not real. It is real indeed, but it’s a reality of a higher (or deeper) level.

As to the myth of the law, it is also an aesthetically expressed dream
of justice. When one refers to the “idea of law,” it is an idea structured in
a Platonic modus, an archetype of something that exists beyond time, but must
be present in reality. The striving for this ideal and the power of this striving are
contingent on its unattainability. The infinite, mythical and romantic essentially
turns out to be the main obstacle in the way of normativism, which finds them
completely incomprehensible and inaccessible.

For a mythological consciousness, a “subjective” perception of the law is
as much of a legal reality as the created norm is for a legislator. The act of
cognition aims explicitly to discover the truth.

The legal synonym for truth is justice, which can be established by fate, ordeal
or insight. Improvisation and withdrawal from the system are characteristic of
the fragmentation of the romantic school and William Shakespeare’s theatrical
perception.

HISTORY OF LEGAL SCIENCE: TRANSFORMATION OF IDEAS AND IMAGES
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Law should be experienced, not described. Intuition is all too often more
accurate than analysis.

Each historical epoch generates its own irrational (and its own unconscious).
It becomes a counterweight to logic and analytics. Organic qualities and
“naturalness” are closer to the irrational than to rationalism. Three stages,
three cycles of the irrational existence of law can be conditionally defined:

~y era of myth;
«y time of mysticism;
«y period of activation of magical perception and interpretation of law.

Legal reality is deeper and more diverse than a set of codified norms. Myth,
mysticism and magic are the main symbolic forms that engender the law. The
archaic often turns out to be more modern than the recent, and a turn towards
traditions proves far more fruitful than the all-denying modernism.

The mission of the III International Scientific-Methodological Seminar
“Mythologems of Law: Irrational in Law” is to present legal reality as a space-
time continuum that we are all a part of, to break through dogmatic boundaries
and to use a wide range of historic material to demonstrate the ambiguity
inherent in the essence of the law at different stages of its formation, where
the past inexplicably coexists with the future, the imminent tomorrow of state
and law.

The science of law is an open science, its development reflects the progression
of political and legal thought, while the unwavering foundations and principles
act as a constant. Both circumstances must be taken into account in studies of
law and justice. Let us recall the words of Paul the Apostle: “The letter kills,
but the Spirit gives life.”
